international trains) and in stations. The aim is to prevent threats and ensure the security 

of travellers throughout Europe. 

 

 

 

14 030 police officers have been involved in the operation with a total of 35 501 ID 

checks.  

A significant number of train 

stations were inspected: 4 592. 

The police officers also focused 

on checking the luggage (7 466) 

and 254 persons have been 

charged.
